Теоретический материал

I. Grammar
Придаточные предложения

1) Придаточное предложение времени присоединяется к главному союзами after, as, as long as, as soon as, just as, since, before, by the time, when, while, until/till, whenever etc.

 В придаточных предложениях времени учитывается правило согласования времен. Т.е. когда глагол в главном предложении стоит в Present или в Future, то в придаточном – в одной из форм Present. Если глагол в главном предложении стоит в Past, то глагол в придаточном – в форме Past.
She`ll come when she`s ready. She did the cleaning after she had done the washing-up. 
Никогда не используется will/would в придаточных времени.
He`ll go out after he has finished his job.

Также не стоит путать придаточное времени, которое вводится союзом when и придаточное изъяснительное, которое также вводится союзом when. Придаточное изъяснительное, в отличие от придаточного времени, отвечает на вопрос что? В таком виде придаточного используется Future или Present в зависимости от контекста.  
I`ll take you out to dinner when I get paid.- Придаточное времени.
Do you know when she will arrive? – изъяснительное придаточное.

2) Придаточное цели может вводиться следующими словами:
а) инфинитивом – He phoned to invite her to dinner.

b) in order to – He phoned her in order to invite her to dinner.

in order not/so as not to do – They hurried so as not to / in order not to miss the train.

c) so that + will/can/may (если говорится о будущем или настоящем) – She`ll save money so that she can buy a flat.

so that + would/ could/ might (если говорится о прошлом) – She saved money so that she could buy a flat.

d) in case + Present (если действие относится к настоящему или будущему) – I`ll buy some cake in case they come.

in case + past (если действие тносится к прошлому) – I bought some cake in case they came. 
! После in case никогда не употребляется will/would.
e) for + существительное или –ing форма – A pen is used for writing. He went out for a walk.

3) Придаточное предложение уступки указывает  на обстоятельство, вопреки которому совершается действие главного предложения. Они соединяются с главным предложением союзами: though/ although - хотя, in spite of the fact that – несмотря на то, что.
Это придаточное вводится следующими фразами:

1) although/ even though + придаточное
Even though/Although he has lived in Spain.

2) Though + придаточное. Можно употреблять though как в начале, так и в конце предложения. – Though she has been warned, she wants to take the risk.

She has been warned. She wants to take the risk, though.

3) Despite /in spite of + существительное / -ing форма:

She came to work despite her cold.
She came to work in spite of having a cold.

In spite of the fact/despite of the fact + придаточное:

In spite of the fact /Despite of the fact that she had a cold, she came to work.

4) while/whereas/but + придаточное предложение:
She did well in the test while/whereas/but Tom didn`t.
