Теоретический материал
Пассивный залог обозначает действие, которое выполняется над предметом. 
e.g. New schools are built by the Government in the province.
Пассивный залог образуется при помощи вспомогательного глагола to be, который изменяется в зависимости от времени, лица и числа, и причастия второго (причастия прошедшего времени) – Past Participle (Participle 2).
Past Participle – третья форма глагола. Образуется: правильный глагол прибавляет окончание –ed; неправильный глагол – третья колонка из таблицы неправильных глаголов.

Future Continuous и времена группы Perfect Continuous не употребляются в Passive Voice.
Пассивный залог употребляется:
1) когда агент действия неизвестен;

2) когда агент действия очевиден: Smoking is forbidden.
3) когда само действие важнее, чем тот, кто его выполняет;

 Пассивный залог употребляется только с переходными глаголами (глаголы, которые употребляются с дополнением без предлога): They built the castle in 1860. - The castle was built in 1860. 

В пассивном залоге лицо, которое выполняет действие, вводится при помощи предлога by: The door was locked by the man.  
Если действие выполняется при помощи чего-то, то этот предмет вводится предлогом with: The cake was made with flour, sugar and eggs.
2) Как работать с текстом, чтобы выполнить тест на установление соответствия приведенных утверждений прочитанному тексту (true/false):
1) Читая текст, обратите внимание на то, что во многих случаях предложении в задании лишь слегка отличаются от предложений в тексте. Обращайте особое внимание на короткие слова или на слова, которые на первый взгляд не играют важной роли в предложении.

2) Задания могут проверять понимание как отдельных предложений, так и целой части текста. В последнем случае необходимо суммировать содержание данной части текста.

3) В заданиях данного типа очень важно провести различие между мнениями и фактами в тексте. Постарайтесь вспомнить характерные фразы, используемые для выражения мнения на английском языке – это поможет найти их в тексте.

4)  В заданиях данного типа намерения автора могут иметь большое значение, но они не всегда выражены прямо и открыто.

3) Словообразование (наречие)

· Большинство наречий образуется при помощи суффикса –ly, который прибавляется к прилагательному: quick – quickly;

· Некоторые прилагательные уже заканчиваются на –y: lovely, friendly, поэтому во фразе с наречием мы должны использовать оборот  in a + прилагательное way: in a lovely way, in a friendly manner.
· Иногда используются суффиксы –wards, -wise: backwards, forwards, clockwise;
· Если прилагательное заканчивается на –ic, то при образовании наречия прибавляем –ally: logic – logically;
· Существуют исключения:
fast – fast; hard – hard; good – well.

После глаголов taste, feel, sound, look, be употребляются только прилагательные: It tastes delicious.
