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               Введение
В сборнике представлены образцы тестов, аналогичные тестам, использованным при проведении централизованного тестирования в 2007 и 2008 годах по английскому языку. Тесты составлены в соответствии с требованиями образовательного стандарта и международными стандартам  проведения итогового тестирования учащихся.

Сборник состоит из 5 частей: часть первая – подготовительные упражнения, разработанные в соответствии с тематикой и грамматическим материалом  учебника В.П. Кузовлева для общеобразовательных учреждений «Английский язык 10-11 класс»;
вторая часть – тексты для чтения  с лексическими упражнениями; 
третья часть – подготовка к  тестированию устной речи; 
четвертая часть - лексико-грамматические задания;  
пятая часть – подготовка к письменной части экзамена.
Все тестовые задания снабжены ответами на все задания. Для дифференциации по качеству владения английским языком предлагаются задания Базового уровня, Повышенного уровня и Высокого уровня, которые соотносятся с уровнями владения иностранными языками, определенными в документах Совета Европы следующим образом:
Базовый уровень – А 2

Повышенный уровень – В 1

Высокий уровень – В 2
 К текстам  базового уровня взятых из учебника В.П. Кузовлева предлагается выполнить задания всех трех уровней. Таким образом, учащиеся постепенно привыкают к выполнению заданий формата ЕГЭ, что в последствии позволит успешно справиться с заданиями экзамена. Задания по чтению представлены в нескольких вариантах, и учитель может выбрать любой вариант, который наиболее органично вольется в канву урока.
Методические рекомендации


Говорение.
Задания по говорению представлены  в трех уровнях сложности:

Task1- базовый уровень (объем 8-10 фраз)
Task 2 – повышенный уровень (объем 10-15 фраз)
Task 3 – высокий уровень сложности (объем не менее 10 реплик)
Тематика бесед соответствует тематике учебника В.П. Кузовлева “Английский язык 10-11 класс”

Чтение

При выполнении заданий к текстам учебника следует, прежде всего, отработать лексический и грамматический материал урока. Затем приступать к самому простому уровню заданий (базовому), а затем к повышенному и высокому. Все уровни заданий даются на текстах учебника для того, чтобы учащиеся смогли привыкнуть  к формулировке заданий и не терялись перед незнакомой лексикой. Формулируются задания в соответствии с заданиями для ЕГЭ. При работе с заданиями на уроке можно использовать дифференцированный подход к обучению. 

Во всех заданиях используется изученная лексика, которая облегчает процесс привыкания к формулировке заданий и алгоритму их выполнения. Таким способом можно снять психологическое напряжение при прочтении и выполнении заданий, так как учащиеся будут знать алгоритм выполнения работы, и не будут терять время, чтобы освоиться с последовательностью выполнения заданий.

Раздел «Чтение» включает три задания разного уровня сложности и разного формата. В данном разделе используются тексты журнальных статей, брошюр, путеводителей, и только в третьем задании высокого уровня используются отрывки из художественных произведений. 

Объем текстов для чтения (200-700слов) несколько меньший, чем предлагается на экзамене (1500 слов) т.к. основная задача учителя познакомить с системой упражнений и научить с ними справляться, четко понимать, как это сделать наиболее эффективно и правильно. Время работы над текстом 15-20 минут.
Пересчет результатов производится по следующей схеме:

Оценивание результатов работы учащегося производятся отдельно по каждому виду деятельности (чтение, говорение, письмо, грамматика) т.к. предполагается проведение мини тестовых работ в урочное время, не нарушая последовательность уроков по календарно-тематическому планированию учителя.

Практическое использование языкового материала
Грамматическая секция параграфа включает в себя все ранее изученные грамматические темы в курсе иностранного языка средней школы.

Today, more than 300 million people use the English language as their native language. 

Although English is the official or one of the official languages in over 45 countries, the most important English speaking countries are the United Kingdom, the United States of America, Canada, Australia, Irish Republic, and New Zealand. 

I am going to give a brief description of all these countries. 

The full name of the United Kingdom is the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland. The capital of the UK is London. Other important cities are Liverpool, Manchester, Glasgow, Birmingham, and Cardiff. 

Great Britain is actually the biggest island in Europe containing England, Wales and Scotland.  

Population of the UK is about 60 million people. Almost 80% of the population which is 45 million people lives in England, in Scotland over 5 million, in Wales over 3 million, and in Northern Ireland about 2 million people. 

Ethnically, the country consists of English, Scots, Welsh, and Irish, although there are large immigrant communities representing India, Turkey and other countries. 

Great Britain is administratively divided into 55 counties with certain amount of autonomy in local matters reserved by law. The UK is a parliamentary monarchy, although the monarch plays a rather symbolic role. 

The British Parliament is one of the oldest in the world and consists of two houses: the House of Commons and the House of Lords. The United Kingdom is a highly developed country with many scientific and cultural centres. 

This country gave us a world language, almost all modern ball games and many other kinds of sport. It created a culture, which influenced the evolution of the world civilization. 

The biggest English speaking country is the USA. It occupies almost half of the continent of Northern America and borders on Canada in the north and Mexico in the south. Having the total area of over nine million sq km it is one of the largest countries in the world. 

The population is about 250 million people, most of whom live in towns and cities. 

The administrative and political center of the country is its capital Washington D.C., named after the first US President George Washington. 

Here are many federal institutions are situated such as Capitol, the main building of US Congress, and the White House, which is the official residence of the US President. 

At the same time, the main economic and financial city of the USA is New York, lovingly called “Big Apple”. The second largest city in the USA is Los Angeles, an industrial and educational centre. 

The Wall Street in New York is the symbol of financial power of the USA. 

The biggest and most important stock exchange is situated on that street as well as head offices of hundreds of companies of world level. Other important US cities are: San Francisco, Chicago, and Boston. 

The USA consists of fifty states. Each state has its own constitution, a parliament and a government headed by a governor. 

The most powerful political parties of the USA are the Democratic and the Republican parties, which alternatively win the general elections for the president’s office. 

It is interesting that neither the constitution nor any other federal law of the USA contains anything about English as the official language of the country! 

The importance of the USA in today’s world politics, technology, and pop-culture cannot be overestimated and is evident. 

Canada is situated north of the USA. Canada is the second largest country in the world after Russia. Its climate and nature is very much like in our own country. Canada has two official languages with equal status: French and English. It is divided into 10 provinces and 2 northern territories. 

The population is about 25 million people. Most developed territories are those adjacent to the US border. Ottawa is the capital of the country. 

In the past, the city was called Bytown but then given its present name in 1854. 

The country’s largest city and major port is Montreal. 

Australia is the only country in the world taking up the territory of a whole continent, which has the same name. This country is unique in many ways. It has no land borders with any countries. 

Its flora and fauna has exotic plants and animals you can meet only there, such as kangaroos and humming-bird. Most Australians are of British or Irish origin because it is used to be the British colony and the local population used to be mercilessly killed by the colonists. 

Canberra, the capital of the country, was founded in 1913 as a planned capital. 

Australia is the largest wool producer in the world. According to some estimates, there are more sheep living in Australia than people! 

Australia’s only close neighbouring country is New Zealand, which is situated on two islands: the North and the South Island. The capital of the country is Wellington. 

New Zealand has a population of nearly 3.5 million people, most of whom speak English and are of European origin. 

Officially, the country is headed by the British monarch, who is represented by the governor-general. 

Ireland’s official name is the Irish Republic. It is separated from Britain by the North Channel. Its population is almost 4 million people. The official languages are English and Gaelic. 

The capital city is Dublin. It was the birthplace for many famous people such as James Joyce or Jonathan Swift. 

It is also the most important commercial and financial centre of Ireland. 

For eight hundred years up until 1922 Dublin had been under the English rule. 

Country’s favourable geographic position on the way of the warm ocean current called the Gulf Stream makes it a nice country to visit.

It stretches from Canada in the north to Mexico, the Gulf of Mexico, and the Gulf of California in the south. 1. The Aborigines probably came to Australia from South East Asia about 60,000 years ago. Australia in those days was a much wetter continent, with large forests and numerous lakes. The Aborigines settled all over the country and quickly adapted to Australia's different climates and conditions, from snowy mountains to deserts and rainforests.

  They were mostly nomads. The men hunted and the women collected plants and seeds. They had no domestic animals except the dingo, and used tools made of wood and stone. They knew exactly how to get fresh water and even went so far as to squeeze frogs which store water in their bodies! They lived in small family groups of 10 to 50 people, each with its own language or dialect.

When the British colonised Australia in the 18th century they wanted the Aborigines to adopt European ways of living. But the Aborigines didn't want to give up their way of life. There have been many fights between the Aborigines and the settlers, but these days their culture is accepted and many Aborigines are returning to their traditional ways.

2. The Aborigines believe in the Dreamtime which was a time when their 'spirit ancestors' created the land and all forms of life on it. There are lots of Dreamtime stories and songs which are passed down the generations. The Aborigines sing them around campfires with the accompaniment of clapping sticks and the didgeridoo, their national instrument.

3. One of the Dreamtime stories runs as follows:

The whole world was asleep. Everything was quiet, nothing moved, nothing grew. The animals slept under the earth. One day the rainbow snake woke up and crawled to the surface of the earth. She pushed everything aside that was in her way. She wandered through the whole country and when she was tired she coiled up and slept. So she left her tracks. After she had been everywhere she went back and called the frogs. When they came out their stomachs were full of water. The rainbow snake tickled them and the frogs laughed. The water poured out of their mouths and filled the tracks of the rainbow snake. That's how rivers and lakes were created. Then grass and trees began to grow and the earth filled with life.
.
4. All over Australia there are many Aboriginal sacred sites. The Aborigines take care of them so that the 'ancient spirits' are not offended and continue to protect them. One of the most important ones is Uluru, the famous rock situated in Central Australia. Uluru has several caves filled with paintings showing legends of the Dreamtime.

5. Art is very important to the Aborigines. For thousands of years they have painted

stories from their Dreamtime on rocks and barks. They have also painted their bodies for ceremonies. Paint was made from rocks, clay and coal. This produced the traditional Aboriginal colours - red, brown, black and white. Modern Aboriginal artists continue the tradition using modern materials in their works. Today, Aboriginal art is gaining popularity all over the world.

1. If you go out to enjoy yourself, you can wear almost anything. It is no longer a requirement of theatres that the audience should wear evening dress. So what you wear depends, perhaps, on how much you paid for your ticket. At the Royal Opera House in Covent Garden, for example, spectators in the stalls, the circle and the boxes are usually dressed formally, whilst those peering down from the amphitheatre may well be in jeans. People do, however, tend to dress more formally for ballet and opera than for the theatre and concerts.
2. In recent years smoking has received a lot of bad publicity, and fewer people now smoke. There is no more smoking on the London Underground, in cinemas and theatres and most buses. Many companies have banned smoking from their offices and canteens. And non-smok​ers can be rude to smokers who break the rule and smoke in public places.

4. In some countries it is considered bad man​ners to eat in the street. In Britain it is quite common to see people having a snack while walking down the road, especially at lunchtime. On the other hand, the British may be surprised to see young children in restaurants in the evenings because children are not usually taken out to restaurants late at night and, if they make a noise in public or in a restaurant, it is consid​ered very rude. In Victorian times it used to be said that 'Children should be seen and not heard', since children did not participate at all in public life. In recent years, children are play​ing a more active role and they are now accept​ed in many pubs and restaurants.
  5. According to a survey conducted by a television company last year, Britain is a nation of tea-lov​ing soap opera fans who value privacy, love their pets, grumble about the weather and very proud of their sense of humour.

73 percent of people drink traditional tea, com​pared to six percent who prefer Earl Grey tea, 53 percent of people treat their pets like a mem​ber of the family, 39 percent think the weather is the most annoying aspect of living in Britain. People generally don't mind queuing and can be spotted abroad by their tanned skin, football shirts, wearing socks with sandals and a pint of beer in their hand.

6. Visitors to Britain are often surprised by the strange behaviour of its inhabitants. The British like forming queues. In fact, queuing is supposed to be their national characteristic. 'An Englishman, even if he is alone, forms an order​ly queue of one,' joked George Mikes.
So one of the worst mistakes is to get on a bus without waiting your turn in the queue. The British are very sensitive to such behaviour and they may get really annoyed with queue-jumpers - people who don't wait their turn in the queue.

THE WHITE CLIFFS OF DOVER

Class system

             Some things about Britain make sense only to the British. Of these,      probably the strangest is social class.
There are three main class divisions in Britain with some 'in between' variations (such as 'upper middle'): upper, middle and lower or working class. And people in Britain are very conscious of class differences.
The different classes in Britain tend to eat different food at different time of the day (and call the meals by different names), they like to talk about different topics, they enjoy different pastimes and sports and have different ideas about the correct way to behave.
The easiest way to guess the class to which the person belongs to is to listen to the way he or she speaks. A person's accent in Britain is an identity card. Other people will be able to say what social background you come from, where you were born or educated, and what kind of job you do.
Changing an accent is difficult, even for actors. To achieve the desired accent, a British person must speak it from childhood. This is one of the reasons why people still send their children to expensive private schools. It is not that the education there is better, but because, as adults, they will have the right accent and manners. 

A person's vocabulary is also very important. Here is a good class-test you can try: when talking to an English person, say some​thing too quietly for them to hear you properly. A lower-middle or middle-middle person will say 'Pardon?'; an upper-middle will say 'Sorry? (or perhaps 'Sorry -what?'); but an upper-class and a working-class person will both say 'What?' The working per​son, however, will drop the 't' -- 'Wha'?'
‘Toilet’ is another word that makes the higher classes exchange knowing look. The correct upper word is 'lavatory' or 'loo'. The working classes all say 'toilet', as do most lower-middles and middle-middles, the only difference being the working-class dropping of the final 't'.

An interesting thing about the class system in Britain is that very often it has nothing to do with money. A person with an upper-class accent, using upper-class words, will be recognized as upper class even if he or she is unem​ployed or homeless. And a person with working-class pronunciation, who calls a sofa a settee, and his midday meal 'dinner', will be identified as work​ing class even if he is a multi-millionaire living in a grand country house.

After Frank Candliti

Of course, David was very pleased, and the visit was arranged for the following Monday. The M.P. explained that the visit must be on Monday because he had got a ticket for the Stranger's Gallery on that day, so that David could listen to a debate in the House of Commons. David arrived at Westminster at half past eleven. The government thinks that absen​teeism is getting out of control in England, but what can they do to make sure children go to school? Here are some of the reasons they are worried:

One million children a year bunk off school (go absent without a reason). In primary schools (5-11) the average time missed per absent pupil is over five days in the year. For secondary schools (11-16), it is 10 days.

Why is it such a prob​lem? The evidence shows that truancy is linked to crime and failure at school. When children are out of school they might be committing crime and they certainly aren't learning.

What is the answer then? Some people think it is electronic registration: this is a chip in a card that the children have to swipe at the beginning of the school day. When the children put the card in a machine the headmaster can see immediately who is in the school and who is absent.
The best way of improving attendance is to make school, and the gaps between the lessons more interesting. Some schools which have had attendance prob​lems in the past have started lunchtime radio stations, sport, music and a breakfast club with morning TV and aerobics.
 Other schools have resorted to more extreme methods   when pupils don't turn up.    Last   year 9000 children were expelled from schools in England, a big rise in figures. Many children were excluded for violence and criminal behav​iour. Of course, throwing children out of school solves one problem but immediately creates many more. Some teachers want corporal pun​ishment brought (beating children with sticks) back into the classroom (it was banned in the 1970s), but the government didn't agree.
  One parent knows very well the cost of truancy, not only to her children's education, but to her own freedom too. A moth​er of five, Patricia Amos, was the first person in Britain to be sent to jail for failing to send her children to school. She was sent to prison for 60 days after being found guilty in Oxford. She served 28 days in a very dangerous and violent women's prison in London. Mrs Amos said, 'the whole horrible thing worked. It has brought me to my senses.'

Let's say you have found a person you would really like to go out with, and you are ready to ask that person out on a date. You will immediately have the question, 'What are we going to do on our date?' This question can be particularly tough on the first date because you are trying to make a good first impression and you may or may not know what your partner likes to do. On later dates things tend to get easi​er. But there are few things more uncom​fortable than the con​versation that goes like this:

He: 'Would you like to go out this weekend?' She: I would love to!'

He: 'What would you like to do?' 

She: 'I don't know, what would you like to do?'

He: 'I don't know...'

To avoid this little scene, it is helpful to have something in mind when you call! Here're some ideas.

A movie
Inviting someone to a movie is definitely safe. One good way to make it a little interest​ing is to let your date choose the film, or put a bunch of movie names in a hat and pick one at random when you get together. Once the movie starts, you won't have to say anything. That can be a real relief if you find you are both shy.

A cafe

It's another classic. But you'll have to think of something to talk about for an hour or two. Sometimes that can be hard, especially on the first date. Besides, it can be a little expensive if you aren't careful — so plan ahead.

A museum

Most cities and towns have museums: art museums,   history   museums, nature museums, etc. If you and your partner like this sort of thing, a museum can be a great place to go on a date.

The Zoo

If your city has a zoo, it can be a fun place to go.

A botanical garden


If you like flowers and trees, a botanical garden can be a great place to visit, especially in the spring.

Hiking


Throw some drinks or a lunch in a back​pack and have fun.

Bike riding


Find a bike path in your area and go for a ride.

Roller skating


Go rent a pair of roller skates together and spend the day at it. If you have never roller bladed before, make sure the first date includes taking a class so you can learn how to stop!   
Parties


One way to break the ice with a group of people is to have a small party with a theme at your house. Invite your date as one of the people at the party. As a teenager you will probably have to get your parents involved —if that is comfortable for you it can be fun for your parents too. Most of these ideas work well for parties with 6 to 10 people:



Pizza Party — Buy some pre-made pizza crusts, pizza sauce, and toppings (sausage, pepperoni, cheese, mushrooms, etc). Pair peo​ple up and let each person create half of a pizza with whatever toppings they like. Cook the pizzas and then share them among the group. You can then all go to an ice cream place for dessert.



Pot luck dinner — The idea behind a pot luck dinner is that everyone brings something. As the host of a small party you would want to make the 'main dish' and then have people bring other things like salads, side dishes, desserts, etc. You want to be sure to tell everyone exactly what to bring. If you don't then funny, strange things can happen.



Progressive dinner — If you and your friends live close together, then a progressive dinner can be lots of fun. The idea is to go from house to house for each phase of the dinner. At one house you have appetizers, at another the salad, at another the main dish, and so on. You might stop at four to six hous​es for the full meal. Organizing it can be half the fun.



Sundae party — Buy several different   flavours   of ice cream, some toppings and let people make their own sun​daes. You might use this idea as the dessert for some of the other parties described here.



Video party — Pick up a video or two and invite some people over. Serve snacks and beverages. Or combine a pizza party or a sundae party with a video party.

A day trip


Pick a place an hour or two away and make a day of it. The place might be another city, a historic site, or a nice beach. Be sure you get home on time! Planning the trip can be as much fun as the trip itself.

Shopping together


Let's say you are looking for a gift for someone like your mother or father. Take your date along with you to the mall and look for the gift together.

Picnic


Plan a picnic at a local park or wood. Invite some friends along if you want a little less intimacy.

Boat ride


Lots of municipal lakes have boat rentals. Take a picnic lunch, rent a boat and see where you end up.

Star gazing


Get a book on constellations and watch the stars.

Taking photographs together


Get a couple of cameras and go some place to take pictures. Then once the pictures are developed compare how different they are!

A dance

You can go to a disco or have your own dance.  Get a group of friends together,   pick the   music   and dance.

Special events

Look up special events in the paper. The Saturday or Sunday paper in your area will have a list of special events for the weekend. You can find some really interesting things to try that way.

1. When people think about Britain of today, very few imagine puritan Victorian Britain where any discussion of sex and sexuality were strictly prohibited and considered immoral. Since then, Britain has seen the crazy sixties with their new ideas of 'free love' and 'sexual revolution'. It has also seen the seventies, when British women finally began to see themselves as career-makers as well as moth​ers and wives. In the eighties, it became nor​mal to see nude images on TV and in the nineties, nobody was any longer surprised at the increasing number of sexual images in the media.

 So have all these social changes forever changed the British attitude to sex and given Victorian Puritanism a well-deserved place in long-forgotten history?

2. It appears that Britons are still uneasy about discussing sex. The UK has the highest proportion of teenage pregnan​cies in Western Europe. Each year in England 90000 girls get pregnant. 2200 of these are under 14, and 7700 are under 16 years old. The British figure for the first, younger group is 10 times higher than in Japan, and eight times higher than in Sweden and the Netherlands, where attitudes to sex are more open.

According to the United Nations, the dra​matic situation with teenage pregnancies in the UK is largely due to the lack of sex edu​cation. Another factor is lack of general edu​cation and appropriate family support, as most teenage mothers come from poorly educated and deprived families. Unfortunately, Britain is still very class-oriented and the difference between life opportunities given to different classes is still significant.

3. Being a teenage mother is not easy. Some pregnant teenage girls decide to have an abor​tion or give their babies up for adoption. However, some decide to go all the way. Quite often, keeping the baby means never continuing education and ending up unem​ployed, living on scarce benefits from the state. Also, recent research conducted by Essex University has shown that British women who had their first child before 20, were twice as likely to be without a partner in their 30s than women who had their first baby in their 20s.

4. It seems obvious that prevention of teenage pregnancies lies in better and more open sex education, as demonstrated by Sweden and the Netherlands, and easy availability and awareness of contraception. Although contra​ceptive advice and services are available in Britain, teenagers are still scared of seeking help and advice in fear of blame for their sex​ual behaviour.

There have also been steps to improve the life of existing teenage mothers through creat​ing support schools with a creche, where school-age mothers can combine school educa​tion with looking after their babies. This gives the young mothers a chance to make their way in the world and not depend on state benefits.

5.'Before I got pregnant I hated school and did not do much work there, concentrating on my social life instead. Every night I would go out drinking and clubbing. Since the birth of my son, Tom, my life has changed. I have realised that having a baby means a lot of responsibility and I now want to do well at school and maybe go to college or university afterwards. However, it is not easy to do with a baby, so I am lucky to have a local support school where I can attend lessons, get medical help and discuss baby problems in the compa​ny of other girls in my situation'.

WHAT MAKES A GOOD DOCTOR?
After C. P. Lance
At one of the hospitals in a certain town there worked two young doctors. Let's call them Dr. P. and Dr. Q. They were very good friends — these doctors, P. and Q., and they had been good friends for a long time. They had studied at the same medical school under the same professors, and, what was even more important in strengthening their friendship, they had lived in the same room during their course of studies.

Now they worked at the same hospital and always dis​cussed what was most interesting to both of them — how to treat their patients.1
Their approach to the problem was quite different, though they had studied under the same professors.

Dr. P. was for a thorough investigation of the patients' health and condition, for a set of thorough analyses before the patient's illness could be diagnosed. He was against chance taking any part in diagnosis.

WHAT MAKES A GOOD DOCTOR?
After C. P. Lance
At one of the hospitals in a certain town there worked two young doctors. Let's call them Dr. P. and Dr. Q. They were very good friends — these doctors, P. and Q., and they had been good friends for a long time. They had studied at the same medical school under the same professors, and, what was even more important in strengthening their friendship, they had lived in the same room during their course of studies.

Now they worked at the same hospital and always dis​cussed what was most interesting to both of them — how to treat their patients.1
Their approach to the problem was quite different, though they had studied under the same professors.

Dr. P. was for a thorough investigation of the patients' health and condition, for a set of thorough analyses before the patient's illness could be diagnosed. He was against chance taking any part in diagnosis.

As for Dr. Q., he said that a thorough investigation and sets of analyses were important, but could sometimes be wrong, and it was just as important for a doctor to use his talent, experience, and intuition when diagnosing a patient's illness, all the more so, since sometimes there was no time for a thorough investigation and analyses — something had to be done quickly to save the patient's life.

One day a worker was brought to the hospital. He had suddenly fallen ill at the plant where he worked. There hadn't been any accident. He had just fallen ill, and fallen seriously ill.

The doctors examined the man but could not diagnose his illness for sure. It was clear that the man was suffering greatly and that he took his suffering bravely. But what did he suffer from? — that was the question.
